Jesus chose ordinary people to do extraordinary work 
 When Jesus proclaimed the good news of God's kingdom He also demonstrated the power of 
the Gospel with supernatural signs and wonders. Jesus healed people who suffered physical,      
emotional, and mental illnesses. He freed people from spiritual bondage to sin and demonic powers. 
Jesus gave his disciples the same authority he had to heal and set people free from spiritual bondage. 
  Jesus commissioned his disciples to carry on the works which He did - to speak God's word 
and to bring His healing power to the weary and oppressed. In the choice of the twelve apostles we 
see a characteristic feature of God's work - Jesus chose very ordinary people. They were                
non-professionals, had no wealth or privileged position. They were chosen from the common people 
who did ordinary things, had no special education, and no social advantages.  
 Jesus wanted ordinary people who could take an assignment and do it extraordinarily well. He 
chose these men, not for what they were, but for what they would be capable of becoming under his 
direction and power. When the Lord calls us to serve, we must not think we have nothing or very   
little to offer. The Lord takes what ordinary people, like us, can offer and uses it for greatness in His 
kingdom. Do we believe that God wants to work in and through us for His glory?
